Rules

1. When the total number of entries in any class is fewer than three (3) the committee reserves the
right to amalgamate the class with another of the same type.

2. Only the judge and Ring Steward are permitted in the show ring during judging, except during lead

line classes.

All patterns will be posted one hour prior to show start at the show office.

English or Western attire and tack accepted in Showmanship & Trail classes.

All exhibitors in Junior Classes (Peewee, Junior & Intermediate) must wear an ASTM approved

helmet with fastening harness during competition and/or practice. Exhibitors without proper

headgear will not be allowed to compete.

6. All numbers must be worn on the competitor’s back.

7. The committee and/or judge reserve the right to excuse any exhibitor if there is a concern for safety
for the individual, others or the equine.

8. Any horse who is not under control may be asked to leave the arena. Two removals will be a
disqualification from further classes. (entry fee(s) will be forfeited)

9. Riders may enter any age group higher than their age category, however must still wear
appropriate helmet as per #5 above.

10. The use of whips or any other ‘correction’ devise will be prohibited in the halter classes.

11.Ranch Riders in Rail & Trail classes must have a lariat & slicker or jacket on their saddle.

Exhibitors wear appropriate clothing for discipline,
footwear and helmet. Participants may enter either class 19 or 20, not both.

Entrants are to complete the trail class within the time frame noted above. A judge will be
present.

3. Riders may enter any age group higher than their age category, however must still wear a helmet

as per #5 above.
4. The use of whips or any other ‘correction’ devise will be prohibited while on course.
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Scoring is based on the horse’s willingness, ease, and grace in negotiating the course, as well as the

rider’s ability to control the horse.
Judges evaluate the horse’s ability to work at a forward, working speed while performing required
and optional maneuvers, as well as the rider’s showmanship skills.

Entry Fees and Age Divisions are the same as the ‘All Breed Horse Show.’
